RULES 

• Bring your Zucchini Racer to the Zucchini Table by 3:30pm for Weigh in and Classification. 

• Race car must be made of a real zucchini no longer than 12 inches in length and no wider 

than 8 inches, including wheels and decorations.  

• Please decorate and name your zucchini racer. Wheel axles must be incorporated into the 

zucchini itself. It’s not acceptable just to attach a zucchini to an existing “vehicle” that 

rolls. This means no attaching a zucchini to a skateboard, roller skate, toy car, etc. The 

axels must travel through the vegetables body. 

• Zucchini racer must have 3 or 4 wheels. Wheels can be any type - wooden, metal, vegetable, 

or plastic.  

• Each racer must be self-propelled - no motors or auxiliary propulsion!  

• Each complete zucchini racer will be weighed upon entry.  

• Please create a zucchini racer sturdy enough to compete in multiple races.  

• Even those who don’t possess the fastest zucchini may try to compete for the glory of 

looks. The Largest Decorated Zucchini and Smallest Decorated Zucchini contests offer a 

chance to those who don’t want to race to present a vegetable of another form — either 

one renowned for its decor or for its size. 

• The winners of all the competitions will walk away with certificates to display, but the most 

coveted prize is not physical. Braggin rights are the biggest prize.
